Happiness for Son Minh I lo. 
19. 1s being reunited with his 
mother. 

Son. a freshman at Pennsvl· 
vania State University's Mont 
Alto Campus. had not :.een his 
parents since 1981, when he left 
Vietnam for the United States 
under sponsor.ship or the lndo· 
ch!nese Service Center in the 
Market Square Presbyterian 
Church. 

On Wednesday. his mother. 
Tam Minh Thi te; sister. Huong 
Thien Ho. I ti. and brother. Lam 
Dang I lo. 14. arrived at Harris· 
burg lnternatlonal Airport after 
a flight from Indonesia. where 
they had lived in a refugee camp 
for the last nine months. Still in 
Vietnam is Ho's hither. Dr. Ngu 
Ho. a physician. who has bet>n 
unable to leave. 

The Indochinese Service Cen­
ter this weekend will be busv 
settling the family in Harrisburg. 
Son is planning to come up every 
weekend from Mont Alto, where 
he is majoring In computer sci· 
ence. to be with his relatives. 

Asked how it felt to see her 
oldest son after the four-year 
separation. Tam replied. "He 
looked very nict•, very cute. very 
good. There are many opportuni· 
t ies in America for him to im· 
prove himself. I'm wry thankfu l 
to America and the American 
people that we are here." 

Son has been trying to get his 
mother. sister and brother to the 
United States ever since he ar· 
rjved. The new arrivals, who are 

Buddhists. "will be fasting on 
vegetables for a while out of 
gratitude to Buddha for getting 
10 the United States." he said . 

Spt"aklng through an inter· 
preter. Charles Cuong Nguyen, a 
caseworker a1 1he center. Son's 
mother told a story of robbery 
and bribery that confronted her 
and other refugees since leaving 
Vietnam nearly I 0 months ago. 

"About 3 a.m. in the morning 
mv chi ldren and I sneaked out of 
our home and went to a ~mall 
island to rendezvous with other 
Vietnamese hoping to get to In· 
donc~ia," sht> said. "We stayed 
on lhe island a day. and then at X 
o'clock at night our boat started 
off for Indonesia. We didn't have 
a map. and the boat was a river 
boat and not built for ocean trav­
el. 

"We wen• stopped by a gov­
ernment ship and we were 
robbed by the government orn­
cials. This first time thc•y took 
everybody's jewelry. but they, 
fixed the engine of our boat and 
gave us some fresh water. 

"The next day we met anoth· 
er government ship and they 
took everything that the people 
had left after being robbed the 
first time. Again they gave us 
fresh water. 

''Then in another dav a third 
government ship stopped us. We 
had nothing to give them so they 
made us sign promissory note$ so 
they could go back to members 
of families left behind and get a 
payoff. On t'hose notes we had to 
write that the government offi· 
rials treated us very well und

were our bl'netactors." 
There was more bribery to 

come. After six day:; al sea the 
group reached Java and met 
some Indonesians guarding the 
boat who demanded t hree ounces 
of gold In payment for a llowing 
them to come into the harbor. 
Without that much gold. they 
were forced lo go out into the 
ocean. where they spent the 
night. 

The next day t hey met the 
same Indonesians and negotiated 
and paid the bribe. When they 
arrived In port rhey had to pay a 
bribe of I ounce of gold. the last 

the boat people had, to lndone· 
sian policemen who them took 
them to Kuko Island. Tam and 
her children s taved therP for 17 
day:.. • 

Last June the fami ly was 
moved to a camp at Galang. 
where they remained until leav· 
ing for their new home in Harris· 
burg. Son was able to send them 
some money, and il arrived just 
in time. 

Tam became ill and had to go 
to a hospital. The money Son 
sent paid her hospital expenses 
and heired feed them. 

The ·e are 12,000 to 13,C 00 

p1:ople in the <.:amp al Galang and 
conditions are not good. she said. 
" A lot of peoplC' havr tubercu­
losis, and the longer you stay in 
thP camp, the chances or contact· 
ing TB are greater and greate:. 

"When 1 learned I was going 
lo the United States I was ex· 
tremely happy. I knew 1hnt I 
would now get the right medl· 
cines. We're \·pry happy. but 
we're a lso sad because mv hu~­
band is still in Vit>tnam." · 

Son said thE' familv now will 
try to get his fa1her 1C1°thP llnitl'd 
States.
