PA Pre-K Counts is now a reality and programs are beginning enrollments around the 
state.  CCISs may be receiving questions from parents asking for more information 
about the program.  Here is some basic information that CCISs can share with parents 
who are interested in the program.  CCISs may also print the attached flyer and give it to 
parents as needed.   
   
Who is eligible to enroll in PA Pre-K Counts?  
  
Each program offering PA Pre-K Counts classrooms will have its own guidelines; 
however, PA Pre-K Counts is designed for children who are between 3 years of age and 
entering kindergarten.  The program focuses on children who are at risk of school failure 
because of income that is equal to or less than 300% of the Federal Poverty Income 
Guidelines, English as a second language, cultural or special needs issues. 
   
Where are the PA Pre-K Counts classrooms located? 
  
Full-day and half-day programs are located in 58 of Pennsylvania's 67 counties.  A listing 
of the lead agencies is available on the Pennsylvania Department of Education (PDE) 
website.  You can access the website at www.pde.state.pa.us.  Click on "Pre k-12", then 
click on "Early Childhood," then click on "Pennsylvania Pre-K Counts."  The programs 
listed may be partnering with other early learning programs serving other cities and 
communities. Contact the lead agency for additional locations and enrollment 
information.  
  
When will classrooms begin?  
  
Classrooms could open as early as September and many are enrolling now.  If you are 
receiving questions from parents asking how they can enroll their children in PA Pre-K 
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Counts, please check the attached list of PA Pre-K Counts enrollment contacts and refer 
the parent to the appropriate contact person.
