

Oracle Memory Utilization

A common practiced through out the industry is to ensure that the amount of system memory being used by Oracle does not exceed 50% of the total available physical memory. 

We have attempted to apply this practice by ensuring that the total SGA for all Instances running on a given server does not exceed 50% of the total system memory.

Exceptions to this convention can come into play when the application itself is executing on a physically separate server, thus the server housing the database is truly a database only server.
