

Instance Identifiers

Instance names will be limited to four characters.  The first three characters will describe the business environment either by an intelligible abbreviation or acronym which can be used to relate the instance to a given project or application. The last letter of the instance name will designate the type of environment. An exception would occur if multiple application projects have the same fundamental instance requirements and could thus share an instance. In this case, the instance name would depict the environment and not the application. An example instance would be DEVL, which is an instance shared by multiple applications and not application related before production. Instance names are listed below:

· P - Production

· S - System Acceptance Test

· T - Test For Production

· D - Development

· R - Training

An example of an instance name would be CMPP.  This designates the instance supporting the Compass application in Production. A list of Instances, the location of an instance on a given physical server and the general description on the Instance is available and will be maintained by DBA.
