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General: 
The Department of Public Welfare (DPW) has its own image for its desktops. The image is available over the DPW network. A special boot disk is created and used in the process of loading the image onto a desktop.

Guideline:
Network Boot Diskette for Desktop Imaging
To obtain this diskette go to \\PWISHBGFPS23\Images\XPBoot\desktop\network

Place a blank formatted 3 ½ inch diskette into drive A and then double click on network.exe

This diskette will be used to download the department’s latest desktop image. 

NOTE: This disk will work with the following NIC cards (the number entry coincides with the NIC)

            1. 3C905 (3COM)


 2. INTEL PRO 100


 3. IBM B57 (BROADCOM B57)


 4. INTEL PRO 1000

Prior to using this diskette you should have performed the following:

1. Ensure the network card inside the machine is a supported one.

2. The person using the diskette needs a valid user account in CWOPA.

DOWNLOADING IMAGE

1. Insert boot diskette into drive A.

2. Start the machine up.

3. You will get a screen that asks you to enter the workstation computer name.

Just type in any unique name and then press the enter key.

4. You will get a screen that asks you to choose the NIC card you have inside the machine. Just type in the number  “ DO NOT HIT ENTER”.
5. The next screen will ask you to enter the IP address you will use. Use the spacebar in between octets and hit enter after you finished the IP address.

6. The next screen will ask you to enter the IP address you will use for your default Gateway usually – xxx xxx xxx 1 

      Use the spacebar in between octets and hit enter after you finished the IP address.         

7. Several lines will now appear indicating that the network card has been found

      and the various drivers have been loaded.  After this section is complete, you will 

      receive the message, “The command completed successfully.”

8. You will now be prompted to login into CWOPA. 

9. Type your username and press the enter key.

10. Type your password and press the enter key.

11. ***If this is the first time you are using your bootdisk, you will need to confirm your password by typing it again and pressing the enter key.  This will create a password list file on the diskette.  Subsequent use of this same diskette will not require this step.

12. Ghost software should now startup and begin downloading the new image.

*** For your password -- If you have recently changed your password you will need to update your boot diskette unless you have created a new one since changing your password. Insert the diskette in the A drive, open the diskette, open the NET folder. Locate the .PWL entry that coordinates with your logon name. Right click on the entry and delete it.  The next time you use your boot disk a new password list will be created for you.
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
