Mother's paramour picked up 
the children at their regular time and noticed that the child looked sick. Child did 
not have his normal appetite and he threw up. Child was taken to the Hanover 
Hospital by his mother and her paramour Child 
slept all night. Child was then taken back to the daycare in the am. with the other 
children. He threw up and had to be removed from the Daycare and the 
paramour came to pick him up.. Both child and mother's paramour went home 
and slept most of the day. 

At 2 pm the child and mother's paramourwent to pick up the child's mother and 
the child was gasping for breath before they reached the end of their street.
